ARTICLE V – THE POWERS OF THE TRIBAL COUNCIL
The removal of the (n) “That leases involving more than one thousand (1000) acres, or fifty thousand ($50,000) dollars shall also need the approval of the eligible voters of the Tribe voting in a special election:”…

YES VOTE MEANS
The opportunity for the Hualapai Tribe to act/move on economic development projects/proposals without a referendum vote, which cost time and money. 

NO VOTE MEANS
The Hualapai Constitution remains the same with no changes

Section 4 Limited Power to Develop Natural Resources

YES VOTE MEANS
The Hualapai Tribe may develop on a commercial or industrial basis any natural resources of the Tribe without the consent of the majority of the total number of eligible voters of the Hualapai Tribe. 

NO VOTE MEANS
The Hualapai Constitution remains the same with no changes

ARTICLE XIX – ADOPTION OF CONSTITUTION
Removal of the Secretary of Interior from authorization at an election, and approval of the vote

YES VOTE MEANS
Removes the Secretary of Interior (BIA) to authorize and conduct the election on constitutional amendments.  The Hualapai Tribe can maintain and manage their own constitutional elections as needed.
(The BIA would still be responsible for all Federal Trust Responsibilities)

NO VOTE MEANS
The Hualapai Constitution remains the same with no changes
