The connecting of the Hair makes them one
person; for happiness or contentment cannot be
achieved without each other.

The Canyonsare represented by the purples in
the middle ground, where the people were cre-
ated. These canyons are Sacred, and should be so
treated at all times.

The Reservation is pictured to represent the land
that is ours, treat it well.
